International students who have completed 6 mooitfigll-
time studies and maintained good academic staraiang
eligible to apply for a work permit.

Financial Assistance

When you applied for admission your file was asse$sr
our Entrance scholarships (based on academic aggndh
awarded, a scholarship will be renewable for theede-
gree program, provided that you maintain a cerdagrage
in your Trent courses with a full course load afrédits.

Exchange students are not eligible for Entrancelacships.
There are also a limited number of bursaries arabinse
scholarships available for continuing internatiostaldents.
They range from $300 up to $3,000.

Quick Immigration Tips
